Welcome to Shernhall Pre-School.

We hope that you and your child have a happy and rewarding time whilst visiting our group.  We welcome families from all cultural backgrounds and are an inclusive setting with our own full time SENCO. We are a term time only provision and we are open for 38 weeks a year.
Our group is a member of the Early Years Alliance, a national voluntary organisation and we are a registered charity. 

We are registered with Ofsted. We are managed by a voluntary committee of parents and ex parents without whom we would not be able to run. We comply with the requirements for the Early Years Register set out in the Statutory Framework for the Early years Foundation Stage. We have two classrooms; Flower Room for our 3 and 4 year olds and Rainbow Room for our 2 year olds. When we were last inspected by Ofsted we were found to have strong partnerships with parents and, the quality and standards of our educational provision promote the desirable learning outcomes for children by the time they reach five.

Funding
As a registered charity our pre-school is a non-profit making voluntary organisation.


We receive government funding for all 3 & 4 year old children, which means every child is entitled to 15 hours per week in pre-school free of charge from the term after their 3rd birthday. We also receive government funding of 15 hours for eligible 2 year olds, the term after they turn 2, which is based on your income. Please ask if you would like more information regarding funding. If you require additional hours or are not eligible for funding, our sessions are charged at £21.00 for a three hour session. Some 3 & 4 year olds may also be eligible to receive 30 hours FEEE. For those children who are eligible for 30 hours FEEE there is also a cost of £7.00 per hour payable to cover the additional hours we are open over the 30 hours. Please ask for more information about how we offer our 30 hour places.
We also provide a Lunch Club which costs £5.00 per session for all ages and snacks which cost 30p per session. If your child’s name is on the register and fees are applicable these must be paid at all times even if your child is unable to attend through illness, holiday or an appointment. Children who receive funding must attend regularly, failure to do so will result in the child losing their place. This is a requirement of the LBWF.
From April 2015, the government began to provide additional funding to registered early years providers to help support 3 and 4 year olds whose parents meet the criteria. As with two year old funding this is based on parent’s income. This funding is called EYPP- Early Years Pupil Premium and can equate to £300 additional funding per child per year, paid directly to the nursery. It allows us to pay for additional activities for the children.
However, government funding does not cover all of our expenses and we need to fundraise throughout the year. The money raised is spent on art materials, new or replacement equipment and also on paying for enrichment activities for the children. We always need your support whether it be joining our committee or helping with fundraising. Please speak to us if you would like to learn more about this side of the pre-school.
